Greenpower at Merryfield Race circuit – 17th Sept 2011
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On the 17th September 2011 Rotary Racer and Chain Reaction of Chipping Sodbury School took part in a Greenpower race at Merryfield. Both of the teams did exceptionally well with Rotary Racer gaining 1st place yet again. 


The weather conditions weren’t very good on the day with rain falling in showers every half hour or so. This didn’t slow the teams as they zoomed round the track. 
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Rotary Racer took the lead managing to gain first place in the first lap. They then maintained this position for the rest of the race finally managing to complete a total of 100 miles and pushing the distance between them and the 2nd place team to 19 laps.


The first driver in the Rotary Racer series was Ben closely followed by Louise. Unfortunately the set of batteries we were using completely cut out meaning Louise’s total of 20 minutes racing dropped to only 10 minutes. However, the race carried on with Steph taking the wheel followed by Gareth, Tom and Dawn to race over the chequered flag to clench the 1st place victory for the Rotary Racer team. 


Chain Reaction also completed the race well managing to gain 11th place with a total of 73 miles. They used a total of 5 drivers in their race with 4 pit stops altogether. However, their motor speed controller blew up in practice and then the gearing proved too high for the car meaning that they chewed up their batteries. This resulted in the car going incredibly slowly on low battery power nearer the end of the race.
